PLEASE NOTE THAT IS HIGHLY ENCOURAGED THAT CE IS COORDINATED THROUGH THE OAL OR ONE OF ITS 9 AFFILIATED SOCIETIES ACROSS THE STATE.   BY DOING SO, IT IS POSSIBLE TO HAVE YOUR CE TPA CERTIFIED.

This document is provided as a guideline for non-TPA approved providers of CE to Louisiana Optometrists.  Please also note that this document is simply a help reference and is in no way an endorsement of any CE course.  The Optometry Association of Louisiana (OAL) cannot pre-approve nor pre-certify any courses for CE approval.  The responsibility for CE acceptance lies with the individual Optometrist who must, annually, submit proof of acceptable CE hours for approval to the Louisiana State Board of Optometry Examiners (LSBOE). 2)  SPONSORING ORGANIZATION (preferred is a local OAL Society)
3)  DESCRIPTION OF COURSE
4)  NUMBER OF HOURS

5)  PRINTED NAM E OF ATTENDING OD

6)  ORIGINAL SIGNATURE OF CE PROVIDER or OAL Society President
· Remind the attending ODs that it is their responsibility to provide proof of attendance to the LSBOE.

· Practice Management and Jurisprudence courses are not acceptable as C.E. credit for license renewal.  
· An Optometrist cannot earn C.E. credits for courses that he/she teaches.
